Rubric Scoring Guidance
1. View Class Profile Report or Widely Held Expectations Report available in Teaching Strategies GOLD after spring checkpoints are complete.

2. Determine whether a child is below, meeting, or exceeding expectations in each developmental area.  
3. For a score of 3 on the Rubric, a child will meet or exceed expectations 100%.

4. For a score of 2 on the Rubric, a child will meet and/or be one level below meeting expectations on one or more objectives.  The child can be a combination of meeting and one level below expectations.

5. For a score of 1 on the Rubric, a child will be 2 or more levels below meeting expectations on one or more objectives.

Reminder:  The numbers assigned to children on the GOLD assessment for each objective are random and do not apply to age or developmental levels.
