Enclosed are individual child records being transferred to you from the Northwest Michigan Community Action Agency’s Head Start Child Development programs.  It is our hope that the information will contribute to the successful transition of children to their next school setting.  We have made every effort to ensure each child’s information is passed on to the appropriate elementary school.

As a result of input from elementary school personnel, a rubric was created based the Teaching Strategies GOLD assessment.  The selected learning objectives were determined to be important information teachers wanted to know about each child.

In addition to each child’s information is a copy of the assessments’ objectives.  The highlighted learning objectives indicate those used on the rubric.  A score of 1 to 3 is given to each domain area.  A score of “3” means the child has achieved expectations for that objective, a “2” means the child meets expectations in the 3 year old range and “1” means a child is much below expectation.
Along with each child’s rubric, a form called “Extra, Extra, Read All About Me” may be included which provides personal information the parent and preschool teacher feel is important to share as a  help in getting to know the child.
